Using information gathered from classmates, teachers and the children themselves, the author
investigates links between individual differencesin early social understanding and in the quality of
children’sinteractions with friends, in their ability to resolve conflict, and in diverse aspects of school
adjustment.

Drawing on rich observational data gathered in this extended longitudina study, aswell as skills acquired
during her early experimental studies of children with autism and a six year collaboration with Professor
Judy Dunn, the author integrates both cognitive and social accounts of theory of mind.
